160 Calves Treated for Cryptosporidiosis


“We purchased 200 calves ranging in age from 10 to 21 days old.  Most of the calves were from first calf heifers that typically don’t produce the quality and quantity of colostrums of seasoned cows.  With the stress of pulling the calves off of the cows and moving, these calves arrived at our farm in a stressful state and with varying degrees of scours.  We had lab results performed and a number of calves proved positive with Cryptosporidiosos.


We immediately treated the affected calves with electrolytes and BVD drugs.  We felt we were dealing with a losing battle and had already lost a number of the calves.  We talked to a neighbor who had been using Anolyte water and they were very impressed with the results that they achieved.  We decided we had nothing to lose and asked them for some of the treated water.  Although we continued with the conventional drug treatment, we added the Anolyte water to the program.  We began treating the chronically affected calves with an I.V. solution of Anolyte and water.  These calves were already so dehydrated, we didn’t think they would survive as their lungs were already affected.  The others received a bottle-feeding mixture of 150 ml Anolyte in 2 liters of water and/or oral drench of 60cc of full strength Anolyte.


We almost immediately began to see results.  We found that if we caught the calves early enough, we were able to control the scours.  We didn’t let the calves get chronic- we treated them before they “went down”.  Our average treatment was 4-5 days and the calves were well on their way to recovery.


During the coarse of the month, we treated about 160 calves and were extremely pleased with the results.  We did lose 12 calves, but the majority of those were the chronic cases that were beyond help when they arrived at the farm.  We know from past cases that this disease can wipe an entire herd and we consider ourselves extremely fortunate to have only lost a small percentage.

From this experience, I am positive that the Anolyte solution was the key to our success rate in dealing with a devastating ailment and in the future, it will be the first treatment that we use.”

Cryptosporidiosis Outbreak – 84 Cases


“We had two pens of approximately 25-30 calves in each and the calves were coming down with scours at 5 to 10 days old.


On February 8 we had our first calf come down with scours and we treated it with traditional drugs and electrolytes, with little or no response.  The next day we had two more cases.  Although we continued with a regular schedule of treatment, we lost the first calf two days later.  On February 12 we had eight more cases and we called in the Vet who put three calves on I.V. and took a fecal sample from three of the calves.  We lost two of the calves the next day with more calves coming down with scours on an hourly basis.  Although we continued the treatment, we still lost two more calves over the next two days.  We received the test results from the Lab and it was confirmed that two of the three calves had Cryptosporidiosis.  The only suggestion given was to use charcoal (Pepto-Bismal) and energy drinks.


The next day (February 17) we had 12 calves with scours plus the six that had already died, 11 were on I.V. and 7 that wouldn’t suck.  That evening we received information on Anolyte and we immediately gave the calves a solution of Anolyte, both orally and intravenously.


The following morning all the calves still had scours but showed a definite improvement.  We continued with the conventional treatment of drugs but continued to administer 2-3 liters of electrolytes with 40cc of Anolyte.


By February 19 two of the infected calves were not showing any signs of scours and all others were improving.  We no longer had to I.V. any of the calves and just administered the Anolyte solution.  By the next morning the first pen of calves were under control, the second pen still had 12 calves that required the Anolyte treatment every 2-3 hours—a mixture of 1 liter of electrolytes with 40cc of Anolyte.


Three days later all the calves were under control but we still had some new cases showing the first signs of scours.  They received 60cc of Anolyte orally approximately 2-3 times a day.


After applying the Anolyte treatment we did not lose another calf.  We believe that the key to our success was also the fact that we administered the Anolyte as a preventative measure and applied it prior to the calf even scouring.  The earlier the treatment, the faster the results.  With the Anolyte the calves were back on their feet within 2-3 days.  Because Cryptosporidiosis is so contagious, all calves born after the initial outbreak were infected, so we automatically administered the Anolyte solution.
